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Which camp session is best for me?
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123 Camp (June 30-July 3) $200 per camper:
-For children entering 1st, 2nd, or 3rd grade and one adult chaperone to accompany them.
-We will learn Bible Knowledge and Bible Trivia. 
Boys and Girls Camp (July 6-10) $200 per camper:
-For children entering 4th or 5th grade.
-Learn about prayer, Bible Scavenger Hunt. 

Junior Camp (August 2-7) $220 per camper:
-For Children entering 6th or 7th grade.
-Learn to read the lessons, write prayers, and learn about the Bible through the Bible Amazing Race! 

Intermediate Camp (July 26-31) $220 per camper:
-For those entering 8th or 9th Grade.
-Learn about Liturgy, how to read the Bible and how to share your faith with others. 

Senior High Camp (July 19-24) $220 per camper:
-For those entering 10th, 11th, 12th grade, and graduated seniors.
-There are many formation tracks to choose from, including Biblical Storytelling, Peer Ministry, Worship through Music, Carrying Your Faith Confidently after High School, among many others. 

Creation Camp (July 12-16) $200 per camper:
- For those entering 6th-12th Grade.
-Formation tracks will focus on Creative Arts and Sports. 

Outdoor Adventure Camp (June 30-July 3) $200 per camper:
-For those entering 6th-12th Grade.
-See God in nature as you sleep in a tent, learn to cook your own food, and participate in many outdoor activities such as canoeing! 

Family Camp (June 25-27, July 16-18, or August 11-14) $120 per adult camper, $60 per child camper under the age of 18:
-Age specific activities.
-Bible Study for all ages.
-Spend quality time with your family.

Specialty Camps: What makes them special?
Creation Camp:
-Morning formation tracks will be focused on visual art, music, drama, or sports.
-More creative arts and team sports will be offered as Afternoon Activities.

Outdoor Adventure Camp:
- Formation tracks will focus more on nature and the environment.
-Campers will have the opportunity to go off-site for some activities like canoeing.
- Campers will sleep in tents, learn to cook their own food, maintain the campsite, and work in Procter's organic garden.

Family Camp:
Family Camp follows roughly the same schedule as the grade level camps, but all activities are optional.
- After Campfire we offer Procter Cinema, and a Monte Carlo Room for adults.
-Bible study offers the same information, but it is presented differently depending on the age of the camper.
-Each adult is responsible for the child/children that he or she brought. 

More about Outdoor Adventure Camp
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New to Procter Summer Camp?
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Procter Vocab List:
1. Formation/Curriculum: an hour set aside each day to teach our children about the Bible, the Liturgy, Prayer, and other aspects of Christian Living.
2. Afternoon Activities: smaller group activities including but not limited to: arts and crafts, team sports, paddleboating in the lake, fishing in the pond, tie-dye, music, etc.
3. Evening Activities: large group activities such as "Procter Olympics", tag games, kickball, Couselor Hunt, and many more.
4. F.O.B.: Literally, Flat On Bed. F.O.B. is an hour of rest that takes place every day after lunch.
5. Devotions: about 30 minutes spent reflecting on the day and praying with your cabin mates before lights out each night. 
Some additional notes on Family Camp for first time campers:
-Each "family" is to have at least one adult of at least 18 years of age. These adults are responsible for every child in their family unit at all times.
-Families will stay in cabins with other families. These cabins have 6 rooms and 2 public bathrooms.
-You may need some additional items for Family Camp, such as twin sheets, bathrobe, recreational gear, FANS!, blankets/sleeping bags for kids, and hand towels.
-All activities at Family Camp are optional, so you and your family can decide what your schedule looks like.

Family Camp is our most popular camp, so please register as early as possible because space is limited!
